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FROM THE PRESIDENT'S DESK

Greetings from your Alma Mater,

We are beginning the fall semester with the largest enrollment in our history. We had eight-
hundred and eighty-eight students enrolled as of September 1st, the official first day of the
semester. Over one-half of these students are residence students living on campus or at the
Branch Campus. This record enrollment is the direct result of a new marketing plan and the
increased efforts of our Enrollment Services team who deserve credit for a great job. Included
in these numbers is a new nine-month pilot certificate program titled General Construction
Laborer. This program was developed with industry input and will provide the graduates with

immediate employment opportunities and in some cases the opportunity to continue in one of the College’s associate
degree programs.

In order to prepare for the larger number of students, significant work had to be done at the Branch Campus that
included: upgrades to the air handlers and coils; renovations to accommodate our Masonry program, which moved from
the main campus; renovations to create a facility for the new General Construction Laborer program; renovations to a
number of new and existing dormitory rooms; renovation of the laundry; painting, plumbing, cleaning and waxing.  Our
physical plant crew and custodial staff did an incredible job with limited resources to get the Branch Campus ready for the
beginning of the semester. It should be added that a number of local contractors also supported this effort and in many
cases made significant donations.

During the summer and continuing into the fall our Workforce and Continuing Education courses and programs have
been going strong and include: Construction 101; Hot Lab; Printing 101; Building Maintenance; Building Energy; Automo-
tive Emission Recertification; OSHA Certification; and Plumbing and Gas Code Certification.  This is an important and
growing area of the College.

The College is continuing to expand its work in the areas of  “green”, energy efficient, and sustainable technologies. On
October 23 – 24, the College will host its first Energy Fair in the Multipurpose Activity Center. The Fair will include
presentations and over 30 exhibitors. The College has applied for two Energy Savings grants and made application to
serve as a State Weatherization Training Center.

The Historic Preservation Trades Training courses the College developed and offered have been successful and this
effort will be expanded in the future. The College is partnering with the Workforce Investment Board, Lancaster County,
and the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission in this effort.

Overall the outlook for the coming year is very positive as the College continues to accomplish the goals in its strategic
plan and meet its performance measures. The State budget impasse is a threat to our ability to fulfill our mission and
hopefully will be resolved within the near future.

I hope you all had a pleasant, healthy and productive summer.

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The Thaddeus Stevens Experience (TSE) is an overnight
summer camp that was initiated in July 1998, by Dr. Vincent
E. Miles (Auto Tech, 1987, Sociology Professor at TSCT).
The program was developed to introduce minority and eco-
nomically disadvantaged youth between the ages 13 to 15
years to college life on the campus of Thaddeus Stevens Col-
lege of Technology. The goal of the Thaddeus Stevens Expe-
rience is to expose these campers to various technical areas
that TSCT has to offer, and permit them an opportunity to
undergo an experience in five slated areas (some of which
may have a low census of minorities in the field). Technical
experiences in this program have consisted of the following:
Architectural Technology, Automotive Technology, Business
Administration, Carpentry, Collision Repair Technology, Elec-
tronics Technology, Graphics Communication and Printing
Technology, Masonry Technology and Plumbing Technology.
Instructors that have provided experiences from each tech-
nical area have consisted of current and past faculty mem-
bers, TSCT Alumni and TSCT Administration.

Since the program’s inception, there have been various
TSCT students that have completed the overnight, one-week
experience. Some of these past campers have attended and
graduated from TSCT. Over the past academic year, six TSCT
students were past participants in the TSE program.  Camp-
ers have traditionally resided in one of six counties, including
Lancaster, York, Chester, Dau-
phin, Montgomery and
Lycoming.  Referrals have
spanned from summer program
fairs, alumni, human service
agencies, faith-based organiza-
tions and TSCT employees. Al-
though many of these students
have attended TSCT, many oth-
ers have attended and graduated
from other colleges and univer-
sities through the country. The
success rates for those pursuing
higher education are phenom-
enal.

The daily routines for TSE
campers consist of a highly
structured schedule of events
from 7 am to 11 pm.  The daily
schedule begins with a 4-hour,
hands-on technical experience;
lunch; off-campus structured lei-

sure activity; a wellness workshop; structured recreation pro-
gram; cultural enrichment activity; and guided group interac-
tions with outside professionals.  Various professionals have
participated in the program by lending their expertise in areas
that would assist at making each participant a well-rounded
individual. This year’s guided group programming featured
ex-professional basketball player Martin Eggleston; Nielsa
Vasquez; Karen Thomas; Christian Johnson; and Derrick
Shields (TSCT Alum). Topic areas included Dealing with An-
ger and Insecurities, Identity Development, Drug & Alcohol
Education, Goal Setting, Career Planning & Development,
and STDs, Sexual Behavior and Potential Consequences.

Special thanks to Ms. Valdijah Ambrose for writing the
grant and serving as TSE Assistant Director; and Steve Fries
of Alcoa Corporation for funding the program. The Thaddeus
Stevens Foundation is appreciated for their support and ad-
ministration of the program; and special thanks to Darlene
Peterson for allocating space to accommodate the camp, Paul
Culbreth for his volunteerism and the Library, Security and
Dining Services staffs for their support.

SCHOLARSHIPS :  THE GIFT  THAT KEEPS GIVING

The largest student body ever to attend Stevens College, 888, has started their fall se-
mester studies.  They are full of expectations and desires for the future. For many, this is the
first time someone in their family has pursued a college degree. For others, they wouldn’t be
at Stevens if it weren’t for the financial assistance they have secured through loans, a job, or
a scholarship - a gift that keeps on giving.

The availability of student scholarships is extremely important to the success of Stevens
College.  In some cases it makes the difference in attracting students that have been ac-
cepted by the Admissions Office. In other cases, it means the difference of a student con-
tinuing semester after semester.

We are fortunate that numerous alumni and friends over the years have provided funds to establish various scholarships.
Some are scholarships memorializing a loved one. Some are established by alumni who wanted to give back to the College in
appreciation for what Stevens did for them, others wanted to share their success with the younger generation; and finally
some scholarships are from corporate friends designated for students in a particular technology field.

 You can make a difference in the life of a Stevens College Student by establishing a student scholarship.   There are
various types of scholarships available for you to consider.

The Annual Named Scholarship: Established by individuals, businesses, or organizations who prefer contributing a gift
on a yearly basis to provide scholarship awards, the donor makes an annual contribution of at least $1,000 with that amount
awarded in full during the same year. A donor must commit to making this gift annually for a minimum of three years. This is
a designated (not endowed) named scholarship fund.

Named Endowed Scholarship: Established to honor or memorialize an individual, to create a corporate presence at
Stevens College, or to promote the needs of Stevens College students, an endowed scholarship provides a permanent funding
base from which scholarships can be awarded.  Endowed scholarship funds can be established with an initial gift of at least
$20,000 or through gifts totaling $20,000 or more over a period of up to four years. Once the account principal has reached
$20,000 the revenue on that principal provides the funding for annual awards. The donor or other interested parties may
make gifts to the fund at any time.

General Scholarship Fund:  Contributions of less than $1,000 designated for student scholarships are important as
well.  These contributions will be handled through the Stevens Foundation General Scholarship Fund and matched with other
scholarship contributions to the fund to achieve a minimum of $1,000 scholarship for a student award. Donors will be
recognized in the Annual Scholarship Fund publications.

Student Scholarship Award Dinner
This year a new event has been added as part of the scholarship awards. On November 5th we will hold the First Annual

Student Scholarship Awards Dinner here on campus.  Students receiving this year’s Foundation Scholarships will dine with
the scholarship donors and receive their scholarship during the awards presentation. This will be the first time scholarship
donors and student recipients will get to meet each other.  This important event will continue for years to come.
